Today we look at one of the most severe of Jesus’ seven 
messages – His message to the church in Sardis. We see … 

 

The church in Sardis  
… had a reputation for health  

“I know your deeds; you have a reputation of being 
alive… (vs. 1)  

 

… was in reality dead  
“… but you are dead … I have not found your deeds 
complete in the sight of my God.” (vs. 1-2) 

 

Even so, there was still hope because … 
… Jesus was Lord of the church  

“These are the words of Him who holds …the seven 
stars.” (vs. 1) 

 

… Jesus was the giver of the Holy Spirit    
“These are the words of Him who holds the seven 
spirits of God…” (vs. 1) 

 

… there were a faithful few 
“Yet you have a few people … who have not soiled 
their clothes.  He who overcomes will, like them, be 
dressed in white.  I will never blot out his name from 
the book of life …” (vs. 4-5) 

 

The church was called … 
… to renewed watchfulness 

“Wake up!”  (vs. 2) 
 

… to refocus our activity 
“Strengthen what remains and is about to die” (vs. 2) 
 

… to remember God’s grace and presence 
“Remember, therefore, what you have received and 
heard” (vs. 3) 

 

… to respond in obedience 
“Obey it …” (vs. 3) 

 

… to repentant change now  
“… and repent.  But if you do not wake up, I will come 
like a thief and you will not know at what time I will 
come to you.  .” (vs. 3) 
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
