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Today Revelation continues to help broaden our 
perspectives on reality by presenting us the apostle John’s 
ongoing vision of heaven from Revelation 5. 
 

Revelation reveals a bigger vision of reality 
After this I looked, and behold … (vs. 4:1 ESV) 

 

“Look!  An open door!” – heaven is not far away  
… behold, a door standing open in heaven! (vs. 4:1 ESV)  

 

“Look!  A throne with Someone on it” who … 
… behold, a throne stood in heaven, with one seated on 
the throne (vs. 4:2 ESV) 

 

… holds God’s  plan for the world  
Then I saw in the right hand of him who sat on the 
throne, a scroll with writing on both sides and sealed 
with seven seals. (vs. 1) 

 

“Look!  A Lion who is also a Lamb” – who … 
Behold, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, 
has conquered, so that he can open the scroll and its 
seven seals. (vs. 5:5 ESV)  
 

Then I saw a Lamb, looking as if it had been slain, 
standing in the center of the throne …. (vs. 6) 

 

… is all-powerful, all-wise, and ever-present 
He had seven horns and seven eyes which are the 
seven spirits of God sent out into all the earth (vs. 6) 

 

… is able to implement the plan 
He came and took the scroll from the right hand of 
him who sat on the throne (vs. 5) 
 

… is worthy because of His sacrifice  
You are worthy to take the scroll and to open its 
seals, because you were slain, and with your blood 
you purchased men for God from every tribe and 
language and people and nation. (vs. 9) 
 

… is worthy of worship 
Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power 
and wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and 
glory and praise! (vs. 9) 
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
